OUR PRESERVE AND HIKING TRAILS
We manage a 1,000-acre preserve (the largest community-
supported preserve in Westchester County). Our 15 miles of 
trails are open to the public from dawn til dusk, 365 days a 
year. The preserve also includes Wildflower Island, a 2-acre 
wildflower sanctuary.

Our education efforts include a wide range of classes, lectures, 
and outdoor activities, on-and offsite, for students, for 
families, for adults, and for under-resourced communi-
ties—all focused on nature and the role of stewardship in 
preserving biodiversity. 
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SCIENCE AND STEWARDSHIP 
The mission of our science and stewardship efforts is to 
preserve our region’s biodiversity.

We tackle local and regional conservation issues through 
habitat protection and restoration, wildlife management, 
research and monitoring, and regional collaboration.

REGIONAL COLLABORATION 

We work with several regional partnerships including the 
Environmental Monitoring and Management Alliance, the 
Lower Hudson Partnership for Regional Invasive Species 
Management, the Environmental Leaders Learning Alliance, 
and Regional Environmental Educators.

VOLUNTEERS 
Last year, 507 volunteers contributed approximately 6,300 
hours of trail maintenance, education, animal care, clerical 
duties, and special event assistance.
